Dear NSW Parliament, 

We, the undersigned, ask that you reinstate Ambulance Rescue services now 

I understand that the Minister for Health recently divested the Ambulance Service of NSW of its rescue role in metropolitan NSW. This decision has affected eight Ambulance Rescue Stations in Sydney, Newcastle and Wollongong. 

I believe that this decision is seriously flawed. It is appropriate that the Ambulance Service, as the state’s oldest rescue agency, continues to provide a rescue service that is both professional and cost effective. In addition, the Ambulance Service provides both rescue and medical care - these rescue officers are experienced Paramedics, and while other rescue agencies bring the patients to medical care, Ambulance Rescue brings medical care to the patients. 

I ask for the decision to be immediately overturned and for Ambulance Rescue to resume its rescue role in metropolitan NSW. I also ask for an enquiry into the manner in which this matter has been handled and seek an assurance that this fiasco will not be repeated. 
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
